at conferences, meetings, observation and in-service training.
o Meet with instructional colleagues on a daily/weekly basis to reflect upon teaching, share best
practices, analyze data, and improve instructional practices

o Participate in student led conferences as required

Leadership
o Demonstrate and encourage creativity, flexibility and teamwork
o Be willing to assume responsibilities outside of the classroom in order to fulfill the vision of the
charter.
